 Your presence at this meeting, either in person or by proxy, is ex-

tremely important.  The lack of a sufficient number of lots being repre-

sented to establish the quorum at this meeting will require the Association 

to schedule a second Annual Meeting. 
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President's Report  
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For many of us, August marks an end and September a new beginning.  That is 

true for Lochmere HOA as well this year as we bid farewell to Mary Norbech and wel-

come Judd Barrett as our new property manager.  We have benefitted over the years 

from Maryõs vast experience in property management and knowledge of the Loch-

mere community.  We thank her for all the hard work and the many hours she gave us.  

She will be missed, but we know that she will enjoy her retirement.  

 

HRW receives many calls about animals, and they are usually about the same 

two issues: dog poop on the trails or in individual yards, and unleashed pets.  Most 

happy pet owners realize that just like children, there are responsibilities we assume 

when we bring a pet into the house and the community.   As we mentioned in the last 

issue, two ôpet-wasteõ stations have been installed in the Lochmere Common Area.  

One is near the holding pond on Lochside Drive, and the other is on the trail entering 

the Lochmere Golf Course from Whisperwood.  We will evaluate the effectiveness of 

these in addressing the problem of pet waste and will consider adding more as appro-

priate.  Thank you to all the responsible pet owners who provide their own bags or use 

our bags and clean up after their pets, and a not -so-gentle reminder to the small 

group who havenõt in the past!   As for leashes ð both the Town of Cary Wake County 

require that all pets - cats as well as dogs - be on a leash when they are off your pri-

vate property.  When you are walking or running with your animals, please be consid-

erate of other people and wildlife ð leash and clean up after your pets.  

 

A final reminder ð the speed limit throughout Lochmere is 25 mph in the 

neighborhoods, and 35 mph on the connector streets.  Many of our streets are narrow, 

and virtually all have no sidewalks.  Please expect kids, bikes, and animals being 

walked ð and slow down .  Drive down our streets like you would drive down your own 

street if your kids, grandkids, dogs or cats were there!  

 

As a BOD, we try to respond to the issues and concerns that residents raise.   For 

the most part everything is working well and we live in a wonderful community.  Thanks 

for what each of you do to help keep it that way.

 Here are a few tips from the Cary Police Department's website regarding Crime Pre-

vention & Safety... 

 

Keep doors in your home, including the garage door, closed and locked. 

Alert Police to any unusual activity in your neighborhood. 

Be alert for young children playing.  Drive safely and slowly. 

If you are going running, take a partner with you.  Always let someone know where you are 

going and when you expect to return.

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 The wooded trails, open spaces and lakes in the Lochmere community are an attractive 

habitat for a wide range of native wildlife.  Lochmere Association manages these common ar-

eas to preserve the natural habitat and respect the native wildlife using these areas. In the ab-

sence of demonstrable threats to health and safety, the objective is to have a ódo no harmô coex-

istence with our native wildlife. The most common types of wildlife which may be present will 

normally avoid humans.  Lochmere residents are likewise expected to avoid direct contact with 

the wildlife by themselves or their pets. óDo no harmô coexistence with our native wildlife re-

quires no care from Lochmere residents. Lochmere residents should not feed native wildlife. 

The swans on Lochmere lakes are wild birds not native to this area. They are not, as many have 

assumed, ñLochmere swans.ò Like the native wildlife, they are free to move about as they will. 

Any action taken on behalf on the swans is by individual resident choice.  Lochmere Associa-

tion does not provide or support any care or services for the wild animals living in our commu-

nity.  

 

The Town of Cary has ordinances concerning the status and treatment of animals and wildlife 

within town limits including: 

 
 *Town of Cary is designated as a bird sanctuary, as authorized by G.S. 160A188. 

 

 *Engaging in animal cruelty in unlawful. 

 

 *It is unlawful for the owner of any cat or dog to allow such animal to be at large in the town. 

 

The North Carolina Wildlife Resources Commission is responsible for wildlife conservation at 

the state level. 

 

An animal acting in an abnormal manner or an animals that bites a human or pet animal should 

be reported to Cary Animal Control (919-319-4517) due to the possibility of rabies. Report any 

strange activity or bites involving bats, foxes, raccoons and skunks. 

 

Caution is required when a sick or injured animal is discovered.  In the case of native wildlife 

the best approach is to contact a Licensed Wildlife Rehabilitator who provides care for an ani-

mal to a point in which it can be released back into its natural environment.  Contact informa-
