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FACILITIES COMMITTEE UPDATE 
 

The committee often receives calls from concerned homeowners reporting damage to trails, trail-
head posts, benches, playground equipment, etc., that appear to be caused, either directly or indirectly, by 
other homeowners.  For example, several trailhead posts have been removed recently and not replaced, ap-
parently to provide access via a trail to the rear of lots; bike ramps have been built in the middle of trails and 
have remained for months.  Every Lochmere resident has to assume some measure of responsibility to in-
sure that damage to association property does not occur or is corrected by the responsible party without cost 
to their neighbors, i.e., without consuming association dues to repair or correct the problem.  Your coopera-
tion in this regard will be appreciated. 

Trails: The Lochmere Drive sidewalk project appears to be moving along well.  The latest informa-
tion from the Town of Cary is that most real estate matters have been or soon will be resolved, bids will be 
solicited in August, and construction should begin in September. 

The petition to replace the Loch Highlands Drive asphalt trail with a Town maintained sidewalk is 
being circulated and this effort should be completed by the time this edition of the newsletter reaches you.  
Support for the project appears to be 100 percent. 

The trail from Springhollow to Lochmere Drive was repaired in May with improved drainage in 
three places and gravel renourishment and the work seems to be holding up during recent rains. 

Trailhead posts:  Post painting has begun in the Lochwood section and will continue through the 
summer until all in Lochmere have been cleaned, straightened and repainted. 

Birkhaven entrance ponds:  The entrance ponds at Birkhaven have been drained to repair leaks 
and will remain in their present state for a short time.  The upper most pond appears to encroach on an adja-
cent homeowner’s property, a matter which must be resolved before work on the ponds can resume. 

Mailbox posts:  Mailbox post maintenance is the responsibility of individual homeowners, and 
many posts could use a touchup.  For most of Lochmere the color is Olympic, Solid Color, “California Rus-
tic” stain.  For Birkhaven the color is Olympic, Solid Color, “Beachwood” stain. Ivan Bowman reports that 
a gallon of stain will cover about 10 posts; so it’s suggested that you share the cost.  The original stain on 
the post was oil base, but latex appears to work well, if the old finish is weathered and with a little wire 
brushing before application. 

Again, thanks for your calls.  We depend on your help in identifying problems needing attention.

Maintenance of Lochmere Mailboxes 
 

It has been noted that many mailbox posts and mailboxes within Lochmere are in need of 
maintenance.  The mailboxes used in Lochmere are the standard type that may be purchased at 
many supply stores. 

The mailbox posts are available through Post and Pickets, 772-7170.  The posts in Loch-
mere with the exception of those in Birkhaven are to be stained with Olympic Brand water repel-
lant oil stain; the color is California Rustic.  This stain may be purchased at Lowe’s or Home De-
pot.  In Birkhaven, the color is “Beachwood” , Olympic Brand water repellant oil stain. 

Please inspect your mailbox periodically to determine if maintenance is required.  Some 
mailbox posts simply need to have the mold/mildew removed, others need the post and mailbox 
or simply the mailbox repaired or replaced.  Frequently the mailbox/post is the first item noticed 
about a lot as it contains the house number for identification.
