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News from the Board  

 
 Spring is in the air and we're getting some needed rains!  This spring is also election sea-

son, and we want to remind you that each lot owner is bound by Town of Cary regulations on po-

litical signs.  Each lot may have one sign per candidate and all signs must be removed within 10 

days after the election.  All signs must be on private property.   

 The Board has been busy with the business of our Association.  After reviewing competi-

tive contracts, we renewed our contracts with Wakefield landscaping and with Foster's pond man-

agement.  Please remember if you see damage or anything that needs to be fixed on the Common 

Area, notify HRW. 

 We have several wonderful opportunities for those of you with the willingness and desire 

to give back to your community. We need  a volunteer to take over the duties of Wildlife Chair-

man.  (contact Pat Easterbrook for more information).  We will also have two openings on the 

Board of Directors beginning next year.  (see the note from Dawn Greco, the nominating commit-

tee chair)  Lochmere remains a great place to live because great people volunteer their expertise 

and their time.  Please let us hear from you!!  

 From the logs of HRW, there is one issue that comes up frequently -- parking on the street 

by Lochmere residents. Many of you have reported violations to HRW and are frustrated when 

your neighbors continue to park on our neighborhood streets despite receiving a letter advising 

them to abide by the rules.  One of the attractions of Lochmere is that people can safely walk and 

kids can safely ride their bikes through their neighborhoods because the streets are not 'parking 

lots'.   The covenants clearly state that no vehicles can be 'regularly parked' on the streets of our 

neighborhoods.  On occasion, we might need to leave a car parked on the street overnight, but 

this needs to be the exception, not the rule. As you know, we count on residents to honor their 

commitment to these covenants - a commitment which was made when we each bought a home in 

Lochmere.  Please respect your neighbors and your community be putting your cars in your ga-

rages and in your driveways -- do not park on the street!  If you have overnight guests, please 

have them adhere to our rules as well, and park in your driveway and not 

on our streets.  

 Pet owners and non-pet owners will be pleased to know that we 

are in the planning stages for some new Pet Stations (see the article on 

page 9.) We want to help all pet owners be good stewards of the environ-

ment and have a place to deposit pet-waste.  It is especially important for 

those of us who walk through the Lochmere Golf Club to be vigilant 

about picking up after our dogs.  Please do not deposit your pet waste in 

the golf course trash cans ï they are private property and not the proper 

facility for pet waste. We are testing these stations and will install more if 

we find that this is an effective solution.

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  Spring rains have filled our lakes and ponds to the brim as we prepare for a lovely outdoor 

season.  Our water quality is good, and spring flowers surround our namesake waterways. 

  

 We haven't had a wildlife committee chairperson for several years.  If you are interested in filling 

this position please contact me or our president.  In the absence of this chair I would like to say a few 

things about wildlife.  Waterfowl are currently nesting and we ask that you not approach them.  Swans 

and geese can be quite belligerent about protecting their young.  Please use caution while driving near our 

lakes as the babies mature and begin walking on the roads.  Don't feed the geese.  Be careful walking near 

the trails, as the weather warms up and snakes become active.  We have several poisonous species here, 

and this site provides some useful information:   http://www.ncwildlife.org/. 

  

 If you wish to paddle or sail on Lake Lochmere, you must have resident stickers on your water-

craft.  These can be obtained from me at 859-1769 or HRW at 469-8661, for a one time fee of $5.  For a 

review of our rules, please visit our website http://lochmerehoa.org/covenant.html and click on "Lake 

Rules". 

  

 Please treat our waters and surrounding trails as you would your own yard.  Don't litter, and pick 

up after your dogs.

Lake Lochmere Report  
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Like to go fishing?  
 

 In addition to state laws regarding fish size, bag limits, and open seasons, we must also comply 

with the Lochmere rules: 

 

 1.  Fishing...in the Lochmere lakes are restricted to Lochmere residents and accompanied guests 

 only. 

  

 2. ...limited to daylight hours. 

  

 3. Boating is allowed only on Lake Lochmere; only motors allowed are electric trolling ones. 

  

 4. Fishing is 'catch and release' for bass; pan fish may be retained.  Please retrieve all hooks, 

 weights, and line from the fishing area, for the safety of others and for the well-being of wildlife. 

  

 5. Lochmere LAPS identification decals are required on all boats and are issued only to Loch

 mere residents.

 Trail Maintenance: Since the last newsletter we have completed asphalt resurfacing of 

the trail (essentially a sidewalk) along Lilly Atkins Road opposite the Swim and Tennis Club, 

continuing from Lilly Atkins along Lochmere Drive to Lavewood, the entrance to  Whisper-

wood.  This section of trail had not had maintenance since it was originally paved at the time 

Lochmere was first developed.  You may recall that we delayed repaving this trail for several 

years thinking that the Town of Cary might replace it with their planned multiuse trail, but it 

now appears that the Town project has been delayed several years and may even take a differ-

ent route. 

 We also completed paving the remaining unpaved section of trail in Birkhaven ï the 

section adjoining the golf course cart path that connects to Braelands Drive.  We had expected 

to leave that section with a gravel surface since it is very level and doesnôt meet our normal cri-

teria for paving, but drainage off the adjoining hillside has continuously removed the gravel.  

We concluded that it was cost effective to apply a more durable surface.  All of the trails in 

Birkhaven are now paved. 

 The final paving project completed recently was at the end of Planters Wood Lane off 

Lochmere Drive where two trails intersect.  We paved from the street back about 50 feet.  This 

was largely cosmetic, because the previously grave trail entrances had become so overgrown 

with grass that it was becoming difficult to identify the course of the trail.  The paving work 

created a small triangle and the Landscape Committee plans to do some modest landscaping in 

that triangle to prevent it from being simply a weed patch. 

 The next trail work will probably be the resurfacing of the trail from Chattel Close, the 

entrance to the Hampton Park town homes, below the Loch Lomond dam and up to the en-

trance to Lochmere Pavilion.  This work will probably not be scheduled until May or June, 

since part of this trail crosses property owned by parties other than the Lochmere Association 

(Hampton Park sub-association, Lochmere Golf Club, and Lochmere Pavilion).  We have to 

jump through some legal hoops to get the other ownersô permission to do this work. 

 Some trails on the east side of Lochmere Drive still need attention, esp. the one origi-

nating at the end of Springhollow, but this work will probably have to wait until next year, 

since the Town will be constructing an additional sewer line on the eastern border of Lochmere 

later this year and will be using our trails for access to the work site.  Be patient with us here. 

 

Structures:  We have a contract outstanding to refurbish and paint the guardrails along Loch-

mere Drive at the Lake Lochmere (big lake) dam, including the repair of the vehicle damage 

that occurred earlier this year.  This work may be underway by the time you read this.  The 

guardrails along the Loch Lomond and Highlands Lake dams will receive similar attention at a 

later date. 

 We also have contracts outstanding to repair and paint the bridge over the drain below 

the Loch Lomond dam ( the bridge that the trail from Hampton Park to Lochmere Pavilion 

crosses) and to paint the rails to the entrance fences to Birkhaven.  The bridge work will be 

done prior to scheduling any paving of the trails it connects. 

 

Other Matters:  We also have a contract outstanding to replenish the riprap along the spillway 

drain to Lake Lochmere just below the dam.  You may have noticed that the existing riprap has 

slipped into the stream, esp. on the north side, exposing the landscape cloth underneath.  This 

work will have to be done during a dry period, since access will be across Ann Brunswick Lake 
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Here are our new neighbors.  These folks have recently moved to Lochmere.   

A warm welcome to all of you!  Say 'hi' when you meet them.

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Architectural Committee Update  

 

Spring is usually a busy time of year for everyone and especially for making home improvements. I 

wanted to remind everyone that many improvements affecting the exterior of your home and landscap-

ing require Lochmere Architectural Committee (AC) approval. 

 

One of my favorite quotes is:  "If it's a good idea, go ahead and do it. It's much easier to apologize than 

it is to get permission" *.  While this is usually a great bit of advice, it isn't when it comes to getting ar-

chitectural approval for home improvements.   Even with the nicest apology and forgiveness, starting 

work without approval can lead to long delays, additional expense, wasted time and unnecessary ef-

fort.  Not getting approval can even lead to legal action in some cases**.    Why risk all that unpleasant-

ness? 

 

Following the architectural approval process and getting approval before work begins is straight for-

ward, easy and usually has little to no impact on your home improvement plans.   

 

To make the process as fast as possible, it is important to remember the following when requesting ap-

proval:  

 

1. Read and follow the Lochmere Association Architectural Standards and Specifications (http://

lochmerehoa.org/newarcguide.html) 

2. Request approval *at least 30 days prior to starting work*.   

3. Make sure your request is complete.  Requests typically must include: 

a) a plot plan or survey showing enhancements,  

b) neighbor signatures,  

c) color or material samples,  

d) live screening/landscaping plans and  

e) elevation drawings.  Feel free to include photos of similar enhancements.  

4. if your plans require a variance from the architectural standards, please explicitly ask for a variance in 

your request and provide rationale. 

 

Details on the architectural approval process and guidelines can be found in the Lochmere Association

Vandalism at Loch Lomond  

 Since the beginning of 

the year there have been numer-

ous acts of vandalism around 

Loch Lomond resulting in dam-

age to Lochmere property and 

private residences. In addition, 

early walkers have observed the 

remains of small fires on and 

adjacent to the path. The Cary 

Police Department was called to 

investigate and police officers 

are now conducting random pa-

trols in the area.  Nearby resi-

dents have been alerted and 

they are on heightened watch. 

 Lochmere residents are 

reminded that the Loch Lomond 

walking path is closed from 

sunset to sunrise and no one 

should be out and about there after dark.  Please inform your children, as anyone seen around the lake 

after dark is likely to be reported to the police. Residents should call the police department  (469-

4012) if they hear or see anything suspicious. 

Loch Lomond Briefs 

 

Spring is always a good time to observe and enjoy the wildlife in and around Loch Lomond including 

resident and visiting waterfowl (swans, ducks, geese and herons), turtles and numerous nonvenomous 

Northern Watersnakes (which are often misidentified as cottonmouths or copperheads). Unfortunately 

there are a few people who persist in mistreating and abusing the wildlife, assuming that the animals 

are there to be toys for their dog or targets for their sticks and stones.  The good news is that we have 

many residents who will push back, most often yelling in a loud voice ñWHAT DO YOU THINK 

YOU ARE DOING!ò Please consider doing your part to protect the animals while using good judge-

ment about your personal safety. 

 

Loch Lomond is popular with residents who enjoy fishing. Lochmere lake fishing is ócatch and re-

leaseô for bass, while pan fish may be retained. Please leave with what you brought and retrieve all 

hooks, weights and line from the fishing area for the safety of others and for the well being of the 

wildlife. Please do not stand or sit on the rip-rap while fishing as this causes the rocks to slide into the 

lake The rip-rap is in place for erosion control and repairing the damage is costly to the association. 

 

The reconstruction of the bridge spanning the Long Branch is scheduled to start at the end of April.  It 

is necessary to close the bridge to walkers during reconstruction, but the new bridge will be worth the 

temporary inconvenience.
